Real Estate Values increased 7.5% in 2024 to
$5,300/acre, up from $4,930 in 2023. Figure 1isa ¢
comparison of Kentucky land values with the
national trend since 2000. Kentucky's values trend
generally with national values, exceeding the
national average while trailing most Midwestern
states.

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Clover Root Curculio in Alfalfa

-Lee Townsend

Adult clover root curculios feed on plant foliage but most
of the damage is caused by feeding of the larval stage on
the root system. The grub-like larvae chew furrows which
may entirely girdle the tap root of the plant. Damage is
usually most severe in young stands of alfalfa following a
legume, where large numbers of larvae are present in the
soil. These insects are usually not a significant problem in
established fields, although heavily damaged clover and
alfalfa may wilt and die during dry weather.

e If not already done, soil sample and apply fertilizer as needed.

e Plant perennial grasses and legumes. Consider using a novel endophyte tall fescue.

e Harvest hay as needed. Do not harvest alfalfa after mid-September.

e Scout pastures, identify perennial weeds and woody brush. Consult an agricultural professional to determine
the control strategy.

e Closely monitor livestock and do not overgraze. Pasture plants accumulate energy reserves in the fall that help

them overwinter and regrow in the spring.
e Feed hay to allow pastures to stockpile for winter grazing.
e Rest native warm-season grass fields until after frost for better winter survival.

How to attract birds to your
hunting spot - legally

Federal migratory bird regulations prohibit
hunting mourning doves over bait. However,
doves can be attracted both effectively and legally
in Kentucky using managed fields. Fields managed
as wildlife food plots, or where normal agricultural
practices have occurred, are perfectly legal to
hunt as long as there is no sweetening of the field
with the addition of bait. Baiting includes placing
grains, salt or other attractants in an area used for
hunting.
